earth science, geological engineering, or environmental geoscience) from a college or university of 
acceptable academic standards; and

c.	Have a minimum of one (1) year of experience in the practice or teaching of geological science. The 
executive committee may waive this degree requirement in favor of adequate professional experience and 
standing in the profession.

C. Associates
Any person not qualified for any other class of membership, who is a graduate of a college or university of 
acceptable academic standards and whose employment is associated with geological science, may apply 
to be an associate. The executive committee may waive this degree requirements in favor of adequate 
professional experience and standing in the profession.
